• All Elliott Pneumatic Hammers should be operated and maintained in accordance with 
the American National Standards Institute Safety Code for Portable Air Tools (ANSI 
B186.1) and any other applicable safety codes and regulations. B186.1 information

• Know Your Elliott Tool. Read this manual carefully to learn your tool’s application and 
limitations as well as the potential hazards specific to this tool.

• Projectile Hazards: Always wear safety glasses to prevent the loss of sight or injury 
from flying projectiles when operating power tools. To prevent chisel ejection and injury 
to yourself or to bystanders NEVER operate the tool off the work or without a chisel 
retainer securely in place.

• Hearing Loss can result from prolonged exposure to excessive sound levels. ALWAYS 
use approved hearing protection.

• Avoid contact with accessories during and after use, as they may be HOT. Always 
wear gloves to prevent burns and cuts.

• To prevent injury from whipping hoses ALWAYS inspect hoses, couplings, and fittings 
to be sure they are in good condition and are properly tightened. When using Universal 
Hose Couplings, lock pins MUST be installed to prevent accidental hose disconnects.

• Disconnect the tool from the air supply when not in use or when changing chisels 
or accessories, or when making repairs. This practice will help prevent injury from 
accidental tool starts.

• Avoid Dangerous Environments. Do not use power tools in damp or wet locations

When using electric tools, certain safety precautions  
are required to reduce the risk of electrical shock 
and personal injury.

WARNING!
To reduce the risk of injury, always unplug your 
machine before performing any maintenance. Never 
disassemble the machine or try to do any wiring on 
the electrical system. Contact Elliott for all repairs.
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• Keep Work Area Clean and Well Lit. Cluttered, dark work areas invite accidents.

• Dress Properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. Wear a protective hair covering 
to contain long hair.

Everyone in the work area should wear safety goggles or 
glasses with side shields complying with current safety standards. Wear hearing 
protection during extended use, respirator for a confined space and a dust mask for 
dusty operations. Hard hats, face shields, safety shoes, respirators, etc. should be 
used when specified or necessary. Keep a fire extinguisher nearby.

• Use The Right Tools. Do not force a tool or attachment to do a job or operate at a 
speed it was not designed for.

• Use Proper Accessories. Use Elliott accessories only. Be sure accessories are properly 
installed and maintained. 

• Check for Damaged Parts. Inspect guards and other parts before use. Check for 
misalignment, binding of moving parts, improper mounting, broken parts or any other 
conditions that may affect operation. If abnormal noise or vibration occurs, turn the 
tool off immediately and have the problem corrected before further use. Do not use a 
damaged tool. Tag damaged tools “Do Not Use” until repaired. A damaged part should 
be properly repaired or replaced by an Elliott service facility. For all repairs, insist on 
only identical replacement parts.

• Keep Hands Away from All Moving Parts.

• Do Not Overreach. Maintain Control. Keep proper footing and balance at all times.

• Stay Alert. Watch what you are doing, and use common sense. DO NOT use a 
tool when you are tired, distracted or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or any 
medication causing decreased control.

• Unplug Tool. Unplug tool when it is not in use, before changing accessories or 
performing recommended maintenance.

• Maintain Tool Carefully. Keep tools sharp and clean for best and safest performance. 
Follow instructions for lubrication, maintenance and changing accessories. For 
more information see “Maintenance” section. Periodically inspect the tool cord and 
extension cords for damage. Have damaged parts repaired or replaced by an Elliott 
service facility.

• Store Idle Tools. When not is use, store your tool in a dry, heated, secured place.

• Maintain Labels and Nameplates. These carry important information and will assist you 
in ordering spare and replacement parts. If unreadable or missing, contact an Elliott 
service facility for a replacement.

1. To remove the exhaust deflector: With barrel removed from tool, mount barrel assembly 

nozzle side up in an arbor press, supported only by the barrel flange. Make sure there is 
adequate clearance underneath the barrel to press the barrel through the flange, forcing 
the exhaust deflector off in the process.

2. To install the exhaust deflector, use Elliott P/N 35-3CH932 installation tool to press 
deflector over the barrel. Make sure the barrel flange and absorber ring are installed prior 
to installing the deflector.

3. Do not attempt to remove the threaded pipe plugs in the handle. These are air passage 
closures only and are permanently installed.

4. To remove and replace the nozzle bushing, use Elliott P/N 35-3CH931 bushing removal 
tool. (requires an arbor press)
